TreeKeepers Program Part of NeighborWoods Month Celebrations

TreeKeepers is a new Trees Atlanta’s Certification Program. The program is designed to
increase volunteer knowledge and skills through specialized training and education about
Atlanta’s urban forest. Instructors will teach tree care, identification, as well as project
leadership skills. The Tree Keepers certification program consists of 7 workshops, including
indoor & outdoor activities, presentations, hands-on demonstrations, and assignments to be
completed by the participants. Sessions lasting 3 hours are taught by Trees Atlanta staff and
community tree professionals. Participants receive a training manual with supplemental reading
and resources. Each graduate is expected to lead a project in the field and agree to 24 total
hours of assistance on other Trees Atlanta or tree related projects.
