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Cultivate Diversity: Mix It Up for Healthy NeighborWoods
Providence Park Planting Part of NeighborWoods Month Celebrations

Providence Park is a model affordable housing community in southeastern Nashville- Davidson
County-developed by Nashville Area Habitat for Humanity (NAHFH). Yet, despite it's green
credentials, there were very few trees in the neighborhood, especially on homeowners’
properties, and the consequences of this may be felt soon if more trees are not planted: noise
from the nearby highway, excessive stormwater runoff, poor energy efficiency due to lack of
shade and windbreaks, and increased health risks due to poor air quality. Last year, the
Tennessee Environmental Council, in partnership with NAHFH and Nashville Civic Design
Center (NCDC) began to rectify this by planting 100 trees (2-2.5 caliper). This NeighborWoods
Month, we will replant trees that didn’t make it.
