Mayor Bob Walkup is 
scheduled to address the audience and read a proclamation at 8:15am, while other attending 
guests will include: Alliance for Community Trees Director of Programs Jared Liu, Pima County 
Board of Supervisors Chairman Richard Elias, City of Tucson Councilmember Nina Trasoff, City 
of Tucson Parks & Recreation Director Fred Gray, Tucson Clean & Beautiful President Sally 
Gestautas, and Tucson Fire Department/Household Hazardous Waste Deputy Chief Dan Uthe.
